The Station House Gallery wil l  not be
responsible or l iable for any damages incurred due to improper framing not meeting gallery
standards.

No artwork may be removed during the length of the exhibition without expressed permission of
the Gallery’s Executive Director.   

Artwork may be offered for sale. The artist wil l  set the prices, which cannot be changed for the
duration of the show. A thirty (30) percent commission wil l  be taken by the Gallery from all  sales
resulting from the exhibition. Artists wil l  be paid by cheque for any sales within the five days
following the fifteenth of the next month
